Evidence of habitation is much older than that. Excavations around
modern Apsalos have revealed a Mesolithic site (10th-8th millennium
BC), a couple of Neolithic sites (/th-4th millennium BC), one of them
with a system of ditches, and a Bronze Age site (3rd-2nd millennium
BC) with a pottery kiln (fig. I).

Neolithic sites are also known to the north. A building dated to
around 6000 BC was excavated at Sosandra (fig. 2) with its contents
preserved under its fallen earthen superstructure. At Loutraki several
of the caves were also used during the Neolithic. The entire area was
continuously inhabited to the present, but for the most important sites
of later periods one must turn to the east.

A significant centre of the region, which may have been the ancient
city of Europos, is Aloro. The site was already used in the later Bronze
Age, but excavations have focused on a segment of the circuit wall (fig.
4) that also preserves a gate and dates to the Hellenistic (3rd-2nd cent.
BC) and the late Roman period (4th-5th cent. AD). East of Aloro, on
the western slopes of mount Paiko, at Konstantia, one can find a
cemetery of the early Iron Age (I Ith-7th cent. BC), which consists of
tumuli made of stones (fig. 3), probably for the burial of kin. Further
north, a similar cemetery has been found at Prodromos.

Near Aloro one can find the remarkable castle of Chrysi, the
Medieval town of Moglena (fig. 6), an important centre of the region
and an episcopal seat since at least the [Ith century AD. To the
northeast one can visit a series of later churches at Perikleia (St.
Paraskevi), Archangelos (St. Nikolaos and the Monastery of
Archangelos), Aetochori (St. Dimitrios, fig. 5 and 7) and Langadia (Ss
Kosmas and Damianos - Agioi Anargiroi), all with excuisite mural
paintings made by a family of artists from Krousovo that worked
around the area during the second half of the |9th century. The
churches at Garefi (Dormition of Virgin Mary - Koimisis of Theotokos)
and Xifiani (5t Dimitrios) date to around the same time, while a
partially preserved bridge south of Aloro, known as “the bridge of
Alexander the Great” is a bit older.
