Pella, capital of Macedon, motherland of Alexander the Great, starting
point of his expedition, center of his state, the first universal state in the
world, the most important administrational and economic center of the
Macedonian kingdom, is near, only 45 km. far from Thessaloniki.

It has a modern Archaeological Museum, a large Archaeological Site
and many other points of archaeological interest, like the underground
multi-chambered tomb.

The visitor can walk in the streets of the city of Philip || and Alexander the
Great, he can imagine the noisy crowd of the Agora and the active port,
and finally, he can admire the artifacts made by the people of the city.
The bath, one of the earliest that has survived, the workshops that pro-
duced vases which travelled in the whole ancient world, the unique mosa-
ics of the luxury houses of local aristocracy, the biggest Agora of the an-
cient world with numerous stores, rooms for administrational activities,
and a central area for the gathering of the citizens of the city are all here
and promise a unique experience of a visit of archaeological interest.
The multi-chambered underground tomb implies the religious ideclogy of
the people and the burial customs of the wealthy citizens.

Finally, the calm and nice environment of the Museum contributes to the
integration of the experience of the visitor with the collections, the organi-
zation of the numerous finds, the presentation of the cult, burial customs
and everyday life in general of our distant, but also close, ancestors of
ancient Pella.
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
