The Soldier’s Tale was composed in 1918, at the climax of World War |, in
Switzerland by the great Russian composer Igor Stravinsky (1882-1971) in
collaboration with the Swiss poet and prose writer Charles Ferdinand Ramuz
(1878-1947). It is a deeply antiwar piece, prophetic for its time because it
predicted the problematic period of the interwar, which led to the Second
World War.

It is based on a popular Russian legend starring a soldier and the Devil - a
popular version of the Faust myth. The mephistophelic history of the deserter
soldier who delivers to the devil his soul in exchange for a marvelous violin
and his desperate attempts to withdraw from this deal inspires Stravinsky to
create one of his most original works.

The composer at a young age, already famous, lived in the isolation of the
exiled Russian immigrant, who would never see his homeland anymore,
which in today's circumstances gives a lasting value to the show. The work,
influenced by Jazz and adopting a multitude of experimental styles, exceeds
the norms and established music types of its era, and paves the way for
similar musical performances such as those of Vail and Brecht.
